Beloved in Christ, as we celebrate Thanksgiving and gather on this blessed weekend, our hearts turn to gratitude
for life, for our families, for our parish, and for all the blessings God gives us each day. The Gospel of the Good
Samaritan reminds us that true thanksgiving is shown not only in words, but in the way we live. When the lawyer
asked, “What shall | do to inherit eternal life?” Christ directed him — and us — to the heart of the Christian life: love
God with all your being, and love your neighbor as yourself.
This weekend, the Lord calls us to be Good Samaritans wherever we are. The world often teaches us to rush, to
focus only on ourselves, and to ignore the suffering around us.
