FR. MICHAEL’S SPIRITUAL REFLECTIONS — YXOBHI PO3IYMM O. MUXAWUITA

Beloved brothers and sisters in Christ, in today’s Gospel, the Lord tells us about a man whose land produced
abundantly. He was so focused on his success and possessions that he said to himself: “I have everything | need —
now | will relax and enjoy my life.” But he did not thank God, he did not think of others, and he did not prepare his soul
for eternity. He only planned for this earthly life, forgetting that every blessing he had came from the Lord. How many
times do we also think that our security comes from what we own, what we earn, or what we build with our hands? Yet
Christ reminds us that everything we have is temporary, but our soul is eternal. God speaks to the rich man and says,
“This night your soul will be required of you.” These words are not threats; they are divine mercy calling us to wake up.
The Gospel is not about money — it is about the heart. The sin of the rich man was not that he had success, but that he
lived only for himself. He built bigger barns but never opened his heart to God or to the needs of those around him. The
Lord teaches us that life is more than comfort, achievements, and earthly plans. Our true peace and joy come when
we remember Him every day, when we trust Him, and when we use His gifts for love and goodness.

So, Christ tells us: “Be rich toward God.” As Orthodox Christians, we become rich toward God not by storing up
treasures, but by filling our lives with prayer, forgiveness, love, generosity, and compassion. When we remember God
in every blessing, when we help those who are suffering, when we keep our faith and our heart pure, then our soul
becomes a treasure that will never be taken away. Let us remember that every day is a gift from God, every breath is
His mercy, and every moment is a chance to choose eternal life. May we build not bigger barns on this earth, but a
dwelling for Christ in our hearts.
