FR. MICHAEL’S SPIRITUAL REFLECTIONS — YXOBHI PO3IYMU O. MUXAWUITA

My beloved brothers and sisters in Christ, this Gospel, Luke 17:12-19, shows us the deep mercy and love of Christ for
every human being. Ten lepers stood far away, rejected by society, sick in body and wounded in heart. Yet they cried
out together with simple faith: “Jesus, Master, have mercy on us.” They did not demand or argue; they simply trusted.
Christ did not touch them or speak many words. He asked them to go and obey, and as they walked in faith, they were
healed. This teaches us that God’s grace often works while we are on the path of obedience — not before and not after
— but as we trust Him step by step. But the heart of this Gospel is not only healing; it is gratitude. Only one returned.
Only one stopped, turned back, and gave glory to God with a thankful heart. The Lord asks a painful question: “Where
are the nine?” This becomes a mirror for our own lives. How often do we pray when we are sick, afraid, or in need, but
forget God when peace returns? How often do we receive blessings — health, family, work, safety —and move on without
thanksgiving? The Samaritan teaches us that true faith is not only asking God for help, but recognizing His hand and
returning to Him with gratitude. For us as modern Orthodox Christians, this Gospel calls us to live a thankful and faithful
life every day. We are healed again and again by Christ — through Holy Confession, Holy Communion, prayer, and the
loving life of the Church. Our response must be more than words; it must be our life itself. We show gratitude through
worship, obedience to God’s commandments, humility, and love for others. Like the Samaritan, we are called to fall at
the feet of Christ daily, glorify God in all circumstances, and remember that true wholeness comes not only from being
healed, but from living in thankful communion with the Lord.
