FR. MICHAEL’S SPIRITUAL REFLECTIONS — IYXOBHI PO3AYMU O. MUXANIA

In today’s Gospel reading (Luke 19:1-10), we hear the beautiful story of Zacchaeus. He was a man many people
disliked, a sinner in the eyes of society, yet his heart was restless. He wanted to see Jesus. Even though he was small
and could not see over the crowd, he did not give up. He ran ahead and climbed a tree just to catch a glimpse of Christ.
This teaches us something very important: when the desire for God is sincere, no obstacle is too great. No weakness,
no past sin, no opinion of others can stop us from coming closer to Christ if our hearts truly seek Him.

What is most touching is that Jesus stops, looks up, and calls Zacchaeus by name. Christ already knows his life, his
sins, and his struggles, yet He chooses love over judgment. “Today | must stay at your house,” Jesus says. In this
moment, Zacchaeus is not rejected — he is chosen. This is how Christ treats each of us. In today’s Gospel reading, we
see that the Lord comes not only to the righteous but to those who are lost, wounded, and searching. Christ enters our
lives the same way He entered Zacchaeus’ home — with mercy, patience, and a desire to heal and restore.
Zacchaeus responds with joy and repentance. His meeting with Christ changes his heart and his actions. He gives to
the poor and restores what he took unjustly. This shows us what today’s Gospel reading means for us: true faith always
leads to a changed life. When we welcome Christ into our hearts, we begin to live differently — with honesty, generosity,
and love. The words of Jesus remind us of great hope: “The Son of Man has come to seek and to save that which was
lost.” This means He comes for us too, just as we are, calling us down from our fears and sins, and inviting us into the
joy of salvation today.

By doing so, we prepare not only for forgiveness
but also to welcome Christ into our lives through His Body and Blood in the Holy Eucharist. Let us not wait for
the "next time," but continually seek the Lord so that, through Confession, we may always be ready to receive
Him, and through Communion, be united with Him in perfect, life-giving union.

BLESSING OF HOMES WITH HOLY WATER

The blessing of homes with Jordan (Theophany) water during the Jordan period is a deeply Orthodox spiritual
necessity. Holy Jordan water is a great sanctity, sanctified by the power of the Holy Spirit in remembrance of the
Baptism of our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ in the River Jordan. When a priest blesses a home with this holy
water, he brings God'’s blessing into every part of the house, sanctifies the life of the family, drives away all evil,
and strengthens peace, love, and unity among those who live there. A blessed home becomes a small domestic
church, where the grace of God abides, where prayer is powerful, and where the Lord is truly present in the daily
life of the family.

For this reason, the Church lovingly encourages the faithful not to delay, but with faith and reverence to
invite the priest to bless their homes during the Jordan period.
