FR. MICHAEL’S SPIRITUAL REFLECTIONS — YXOBHI PO3IYMU O. MUXAWUITA

Today’s Gospel places before us two men in the temple, but only one returns home changed. The Pharisee
speaks about his good deeds, yet his heart is closed by pride. The tax collector says only a few simple
words, but they come from a broken and humble heart: “God, be merciful to me, a sinner.” And Christ tells
us that this humble man goes home justified. This teaches us that God listens not to beautiful words, but to
sincere hearts.

Today is also the first Sunday that prepares us for Holy and Great Lent. The Church gently reminds us how
we should begin this sacred journey — not by judging others or praising ourselves, but by looking honestly
at our own hearts. Lent is not about showing how strong or religious we are; it is about admitting our
weakness and opening our life to God’s mercy. Humility is the first step toward true repentance and healing.

To live as Orthodox Christians in the modern world means to carry this humility into our daily lives. We pray,
fast, and do good works not to feel better than others, but to grow closer to Christ. When we fall, we do not
despair — we cry out to God. When we succeed, we give thanks with humility. If we begin Great Lent with
the prayer of the tax collector, God will lift us up, renew our hearts, and fill us with peace and hope.
