FR. MICHAEL’S SPIRITUAL REFLECTIONS — YXOBHI PO3IYMU O. MUXAWUITA

In today’s Gospel reading, Matthew 25:31-46, which we hear on the Sunday of the Last Judgment, Christ
reminds us that He will come again in glory as our righteous Judge. He looks not at our words or outward
appearances, but at how we lived our faith. The separation of the sheep and the goats teaches us that
every choice we make has eternal meaning. Our life on earth is a preparation for the Kingdom of God.

Christ reveals that the measure of our life is love shown through mercy. He identifies Himself with the
hungry, the thirsty, the stranger, the sick, and the imprisoned. When we care for others, we care for Christ
Himself. The righteous are surprised because their love was simple and sincere, while those condemned
failed not because of great sins, but because they ignored love and compassion.

This Gospel teaches us how to live in order to become better people. We are called to open our hearts, to
serve others, and to live with mercy, humility, and responsibility. As we prepare for Great Lent, the Church
reminds us that true faith is shown not only in prayer and fasting, but in love for our neighbor. When we
learn to see Christ in every person, we begin even now to live the life of the Kingdom.

IMPORTANT PARISH DUES UPDATE

Glory to Jesus Christ!

With gratitude to God and sincere appreciation for each of you, we would like to share a brief update following our
Annual Parish Meeting, which took place on Sunday, February 1, 2026. It was a blessed and prayerful gathering during
which we heard the parish reports and reflected together on the life, needs, and future of our parish family. At this
meeting, the parish voted to set the annual parish dues at $200 per person. This decision was made in response to the
most recent Sobor of the Ukrainian Orthodox Church of the USA, where the Church-wide dues were increased to $150
per person. From the $200 parish dues, $150 will be sent to the Consistory to support the broader ministry and life of
our Church, while $50 will remain in our parish to help care for our local needs and ministries. In addition, the parish
approved a gradual increase of $5.00 per year over the next four years, allowing us to plan responsibly for the future
while remaining mindful of everyone’s circumstances. The new parish dues of $200 will take effect on March 1,
2026. For those who have already paid their 2026 dues at the previous rate of $170, we kindly ask — if you are able —
to consider contributing the remaining $30 toward the new dues amount. We humbly ask for your understanding and
continued support. Your generosity, offered according to your ability and with a willing heart, is a vital part of sustaining
our parish and ensuring that St. Vladimir Cathedral remains a strong and welcoming spiritual home for all.

Thank you for your love for the Church, your prayers, your faithfulness, and your ongoing stewardship. May the Lord
bless you abundantly and grant our parish unity, peace, and growth in His love.
