FR. MICHAEL'’S SPIRITUAL REFLECTIONS — YXOBHI PO3QYMU O. MUXAMNA

On the First Sunday of Great Lent, we celebrate the Triumph of Orthodoxy. This day reminds us that the true faith
of the Church was protected and preserved. Holy icons were restored, and the Church proclaimed that Jesus
Christ truly became man. Because God became visible in the flesh, we can depict Him in icons. For us today,
this Sunday teaches that we must remain faithful to Christ and His Church, even when the world doubts or rejects
the truth.

In the Gospel we hear how Jesus said to Philip, “Follow Me,” and Philip invited Nathanael, saying, “Come and
see.” This is also the message of Orthodoxy. We do not argue; we invite. We say to people today: come and see
the beauty of the Divine Liturgy, come and see the peace of confession, come and see the light of Christ. Like
Nathanael, many may doubt at first, but when they truly meet Christ, their hearts will confess, “You are the Son
of God.”

This Sunday teaches us to have a pure and honest heart, “in whom there is no deceit.” During Great Lent, we
are called to clean our hearts through prayer, fasting, and repentance. If we open our hearts to Christ, we will
also see “heaven open” — not only in the future life, but already now, in the life of the Church. The Triumph of
Orthodoxy is not only about the past; it is about Christ triumphing in our hearts today.
