FR. MICHAEL'’S SPIRITUAL REFLECTIONS — YXOBHI PO30YMW O. MUXAWIIA

On this Fifth Sunday of Great Lent, our Holy Orthodox Church places before us the powerful example of Saint Mary of Egypt,
a woman who turned her whole life around through repentance, prayer, and deep love for God. She reminds us that no matter
how far we may feel from God, it is never too late to return. In today’s Gospel, we also see Christ walking toward Jerusalem,
knowing He will suffer, yet He continues with courage and love. The disciples are afraid and confused, just as we often are in
our lives. But Christ shows us the way forward — not by power or glory, but by humility, sacrifice, and trust in God.

In our world today, which is full of pain, conflict, and uncertainty, we may feel overwhelmed or even helpless. But Saint Mary
teaches us that real change begins in the heart. She went into the desert with nothing but faith, and there she found peace,
healing, and holiness. We are called to do the same in our own way — to step away from sin, to pray more deeply, to forgive,
and to trust God even when life is difficult. Christ tells us that true greatness is not in being above others, but in serving others
with love. When we choose kindness, patience, and humility, we bring light into a dark world.

So, what should we do in these not peaceful times? We should stay close to Christ. We should not let fear or anger rule our
hearts. Instead, we should become servants of peace, beginning in our own families, our parish, and our community. Even
small acts of love and faith matter greatly in the eyes of God. Let us walk this Lenten journey with hope, remembering that
after the Cross comes the Resurrection. Like Saint Mary of Egypt, let us trust that God can renew our lives, and through us,
bring His peace into the world.
