Dear Parishioners,

Christ is Baptized!

I hope this message finds you well. As we approach the Annual Parish Meeting scheduled for Sunday,
January 28, 2024. We will hear reports from our clergy, parish board, and various parish organizations
about the accomplishments and activities of the past year in 20231 As members in good standing, we will
also have the opportunity to vote not only for board members as your representatives, but also one that
holds significant importance for the future of our parish: the calendar issue. I completely understand how
and why this issue can be a sensitive and emotional subject for many of us. However, it is crucial that we
approach this matter with an open heart and a focus on what is best for the future of our parish, rather
than personal preferences.

As many of you are aware, all Ukrainian parishes have transitioned to the Revised Julian Calendar, with
Ukraine making this change last September. Throughout our history, our parish has chosen to follow the
old Julian Calendar as a symbol of our connection to Ukraine. Now that Ukraine has adopted the new
calendar, it is only natural for us to want to keep that connection and therefore consider making this change
as well. Even Fr. John stated at the special meeting and board meeting last November, that he would
encourage everyone at the annual meeting to vote for this change. So, what exactly would change if we
decide to adopt the Revised Julian Calendar? All non-moveable feast days, such as Christmas, Theophany,
Transfiguration, Dormition, and the Protection of the Mother of God etc., would move forward by 13 days.
However, moveable feast days like Pascha (Resurrection of Christ), Holy Ascension, and Pentecost would
continue to be celebrated as they have been.

Because of this calendar issue a number of fiscally important projects within our parish have been put on
hold. These projects include the Fish Fry, Varenyky, our Festival, and our 100th Anniversary celebrations.
The clergy, parish board and many parishioners are deeply concerned about this matter, and genuinely
want our parish to continue to be united, rather than divided. Your vote at the annual meeting will directly
impact the future of these projects and, in truth the life and viability of our parish as a whole.

Let us pray that the Holy Spirit will guide us in making the right decision for our beloved St. Vladimir
Cathedral. May God bless you and your families, and please know that you are all in my prayers.
